In-house taxon name [INHOUSNAM)]: The in-house taxon name is the taxonomic name that
the Pacific Idands Ecoregion of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service follows. These names are
based on Wagner et. d.’s Manual of the Flowering Plants of Hawai i (1990) or newly
revised taxonomy since the Manual was published but which is recognized by the Manual
authors.

Fedreg name [FRTAXON]: The taxonomic name by which ataxon is federdly listed as
endangered or threatened may not be the same as the in-house name, due to the nature of the
ligting process. Two primary reasons for differencesin these fieldsinclude: 1) new taxonomic
changes that have not yet been published and publicly reviewed through the Federd Regider;
and 2) taxawith subspecific entities listed in one Federd Regigter rulemaking as a species are
not maintained in the nationa Threatened and Endangered species list as separate entities

Federd datus [FEDSTATUS]: The federd statusindicates an officid listing in the Federd

Regiger. Only C, E, T, PE, and PT are officidly protected under the Endangered Species Act.

This category includes species of genera concern; species

for which more surveys are needed; species not yet officidly gpproved as candidates,

even though adequate information exists; and species for which no individuas have been

observed in the last 20 years, but which are likely to il exist in inadequately explored

aress.

o SYN - Synonym, those species which have been listed under a different name, for
which thisname is an invdid synonym.

o T - Threatened, those species which may become endangered throughout all or a
sgnificant portion of their range if no protection measures are taken.

o W/D - Withdrawn, those species which have been withdrawn from congideration for
ligting because of inadequate information, extinction, or the finding of enough additiona
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populations to no longer warrant Federal status.

This date indicates the date when the Federd Status of ataxon
was last changed. For C, E, T, PE, and PT, this date reflects the date when the status listed
under FedStatus was published in the Federal Register. For others, the date indicates the date
it was assigned by the Pecific I1dands Ecoregion.
